“Faith Story” Highlights of Faith Preparation

Please prayerfully consider the following elements and then prepare your Faith Story in written form.  You will then have a approximately 3-5 minutes to tell your story in a morning service.  In written form, this will add up to about 1 1/4 -2 pages (typed, double-spaced, 12-point font).

Briefly explain how and when did you come to a personal faith relationship in Christ? 
(In other words how and when and did Jesus become real to you?)

What has been one hallmark or anchor point of your faith journey?

3.
How are you currently growing in your faith relationship? 
(books read, sermon series, life experiences, etc.)

4.
Where do you see God guiding you to exercise your faith in ministry?
